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Dear Reference Library User,

We are pleased to announce that we have made a major change in the way we serve our
users. We have organized our materials into kits that cover specific topics, such as “Kansas’
Day,” “Birds,” “Insects,” and “Weather.” This eliminates the need to “hunt” through the entire
catalog to find materials on a specific topic. The new catalog will reflect this change. There are
55 study kits each containing a complete listing and description of all the resources within the
study kit.

Because there will only be 1-3 kits per topic area, we suggest you give us a three to four
weeks notice for receiving your kit. It is also important to return the kits by their due date to
avoid a backlog for the kit.
