Rockin’ K is the designated campground for equestri-
ans. Sites 1-10 are available for non-equestrians by re-
quest or reservation. Sites 1-4 are ADA accessible. All 
sites are reservable. Campers are encouraged to call the 
state park office (785) 546-2565 to inquire about avail-
ability, or email us at kanopolissp@wp.state.ks.us The 
following is an abbreviated list of campground rules 
(complete list available at the office.) 

1. Back into your site! Keep campers/horse trailers and 
vehicles on improved camp pad. One camping unit/
site. Display valid permits. NOTE: The shelter is not a 
camping area.  

2. Horses must be kept in campsite and secured at des-
ignated tie-ups or provided corrals when not on the 
trails. Portable corrals may be used, but must be 
erected around tie-ups.  
3. Do not tie to trees, corrals, electric pedestals or lan-
tern holders. (Subject to fine.) 

4. Horses are not allowed at the shower building or 
picnic shelter! (Subject to fine.) 

5. You are responsible for keeping your campsite 
clean. Use the manure bunkers. 
6. Do not wash horses at campsites. 
7. Campers may use no more than 1 pen/campsite. 
There is to be no “saving” corrals for others. If a pen 
is empty, it may be used by anyone. More than one 
horse may occupy a pen. 
8. All non-reserved sites are available to anyone with 
or without horses after 6 p.m. on Fridays.  

9. Pets shall be controlled at all times by using any one of 
the following methods: a.) hand-held lead not more than 
10 feet in length; b.) tethered chain or leash not more 
than 10 feet in length provided the pet is under the direct 
observation of and control by the owner; or  c.) confined 
to a cage, pen, vehicle, trailer or cabin. (Regulation 115-8-
10)
