
ECONOMIC IMPACT STATEMENT 

K.A.R. 115-4-2.  Big game and wild turkey; general provisions. 

DESCRIPTION: The proposed changes would further address concerns with transportation of 

carcasses beyond the borders of the state and preventing potential disease transmission by 

allowing a method of electronic registration.  The proposed changes would also remove language 

related to permits that is no longer valid with an electronic licensing system and make it unlawful 

to reproduce and possess big game and turkey permits. 

FEDERAL MANDATE: None. 

ECONOMIC IMPACT: The proposed regulation is not anticipated to have any appreciable 

economic impact on the department, other agencies, small businesses or the public.
