
115-8-23.  Bait; hunting.  (a) No person shall place, deposit, expose, or scatter bait while hunting or 

preparing to hunt on department lands or place, deposit, expose, or scatter bait in a manner that causes 

another person to be in violation of this regulation. 

(b)  Hunting shall be prohibited within 100 yards of any bait placed, deposited, exposed, or 

scattered on department lands.  Bait shall be considered placed, deposited, exposed, or scattered on 

department lands for 10 days following complete removal of the bait. 

(c)  Nothing in this regulation shall prohibit the hunting or taking of wildlife over standing crops, 

grain found scattered solely as the result of normal agricultural operations, or grain found scattered 

solely as the result of normal weather conditions. 

(d)  For the purposes of this regulation, “bait” shall mean any grain, fruit, vegetable, nut, hay, 

salt, sorghum, feed, other food, or mineral that is capable of attracting wildlife.  Liquid scents and sprays 

shall not be considered bait.  (Authorized by and implementing K.S.A. 32-807; effective P-
