Deer; open season, bag limit, and permits; additional considerations; Fort Riley.   

PROPOSED AMENDMENT 
 

As a result of statutes passed regarding deer management, the Department offers 
that the following amendment to the version of the regulation submitted for public 
comment.   
 
115-25-9a.  Deer; open season, bag limit, and permits; additional considerations; 
Fort Riley; crossbow pilot project units.   
 
1.  Amend proposed subsection (g) and add subsection (h) as follows: 
 

(g)  Any person with a deer permit valid in deer management units 1, 12, 15, and 

19 during an archery season, regardless of that person’s age, may use a crossbow in those 

units during the archery season if the crossbow  meets the minimum equipment 

requirements specified in K.A.R. 115-4-4(a)(3).  Each person between 16 years of age 

and 54 years of age shall obtain a free crossbow hunter survey number from the 

department before hunting with a crossbow during an archery season. 

(h)  This regulation shall be effective on and after July 1, 2012, and shall have no 

force and effect on and after March 1, 2013.
