The 823-acre Buck Creek
Wildlife Area is in the southern
part of Jefferson County

approximately six miles northwest of
Lawrence. The wildlife area is about 1

1/2 miles west of Wellman Road and
extends from 1/2 mile north of 21st
Street at its southern boundary to
1/4 mile north of 37th Street. The
property was purchased by Kansas

Department of Wildlife, Parks &
Tourism in 2014.

   The 823 acres is made up of native grass, oak-hickory
hardwoods, row crops and features one of the few remain-
ing unaltered perennial streams in northeast Kansas. A
wide variety of wildlife occur on the area including, deer,
turkey, squirrels, rabbits, and a host of other nongame
wildlife. Waterfowl can occasionally occur on the area,
either in the stream or on the harvested crop field.
