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Area Happenings

This spring and summer were once again
filled with fish stocking and sampling in the
Independence Fisheries District.

This season brought the stocking of
walleye, saugeye, largemouth bass, and
paddlefish.

Black bass electrofishing was conducted
on one federal reservoir, two state fishing lakes,
and 3 CFAP lakes. Blue catfish electrofishing
was completed on Elk City Reservoir with some
interesting findings. Channel catfish netting was
conducted at two state fishing lakes, two CFAP
lakes, and one wildlife area pond.
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Fish Stocking

Thanks to hatchery efforts, some
unique opportunities occured for fish species
to be stocked. Some of these stockings were
due to an abundance of fish, some due to the
Lake Tanko renovation, and some for a
species reintroduction to expand its current
range.

Walleye fry were once again stocked
into Big Hill Reservoir and Wilson State Fishing
Lake. Saugeye fry were stocked into Parsons
City Lake, Sedan City Lake North and South,
and Altamont City Lakes East and West.
Saugeye fingerlings were stocked into Parsons
City Lake and Elk City Reservoir.

Largemouth Bass fingerlings were
stocked into Lake Tanko and Parsons City
Lake. Paddlefish intermediates (measuring
from 6-8 inches) were stocked into Elk City
Reservoir.

More saugeye were stocked this year than in years past, as well as being stocked back into Elk City
Reservoir for the first time in many years. This occured because of an excess of saugeye produced by our
hatchery systems, which allowed more stocking requests to be filled this year than ever. Parsons City Lake
received a larger than normal stocking due to this excess as well as an improvement over a partial stocking
last year. The abundance of saugeye will hopefully provide an excellent fishery for anglers in the coming
years at Parsons City Lake.

Largemouth bass were also stocked at Parsons City Lake to enhance their population. This lake can
provide quality opportunity for bass angling; however densities remain low. This largemouth bass stocking
will probably bolster the population enough to provide more angling opportunities and also increase the
breeding population in the future.

You may have noticed the odd-ball added to the district stocking requests. Paddlefish were
reintroduced into Elk City Reservoir this summer for a few different reasons. First and foremost, paddlefish
were reintroduced in Elk City Reservoir with the intentions of some of them going through the dam and
expanding the genetics of the Verdigris River/Oologah Reservoir, as the fish stocked are from Keystone
Reservoir in Oklahoma. Secondly, they were stocked to expand their range above the Elk City Reservoir
dam. Some of you may have seen these fish at the spillway during times of high water but cannot make it
thru the dam upstream. Lastly, if they will persist in the reservoir there is the potential of having a
paddlefish fishery in the future, and with the growing potential of Elk City Reservoir and the Keystone
Reservoir genetics there is potential for very large fish.

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Bass Electrofishing

2022 Largemouth Bass Electrofishing Data

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Bass Electrofishing Cont...

As many of you know this spring had
weather systems that were difficult to predict.
With colder temperatures lasting longer and a
quick warm up, the spring spawn happened
quickly. This was apparent in our spring bass
electrofishing as well. We did see good
numbers of fish (as you can see in the lakes
sampled above), however the number of
larger fish (> 20”) was down this year.

Montgomery (MGSL) and Wilson State
Fishing Lakes (WLSL) showed large numbers
of medium size fish (12-18 inches) with a few
larger individuals showing up in each lake.
WLSL also showed large numbers of spotted
bass once again. In total we sampled 46
spotted bass in WLSL, with the majority of fish
ranging from 12-15 inches.

Big Hill Reservoir was more difficult to
predict when to sample, and we struggled to
collect as many fish. As with the state fishing
lakes, medium size fish were plentiful and the
larger ones more difficult to sample. We were
also able to sample 22 smallmouth bass in Big
Hill Reservoir as well, with the largest being
just over 18 inches.

Both Altamont City Lakes showed
good numbers of largemouth bass for their
size. They also had some of the bigger fish
sampled this spring, with a couple of fish over
21 inches long being sampled.

LeClere Lake in Coffeyville also showed
decent numbers for its size, and offers decent
numbers of bass up to 15 inches.

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Blue Catfish

2022 Blue Catfish
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Blue catfish were sampled via electrofishing on Elk City Reservoir during August and
September. In total we were able to sample 407 blue catfish during those sampling events. The
graph indicates that we did sample a few fish that were greater than the 35-inch minimum length
limit. The bigger surprise was the number of fish that were under 20 inches, and even the number of
blue catfish that were only a couple inches long (fish that were hatched this year). Even more
exciting, is it appears that the blue catfish have reproduced for the last 3 years, with naturally

produced fish ranging from 2-16 inches.

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Channel Catfish

2022 Summer Sampling
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Channel catfish were sampled this summer using baited hoop nets at Montgomery (MGSL) and
Wilson State Fishing Lakes (WLSL), Sedan North and South City Lakes and the Buffalo Ranch Pond. As
you can see we did not find a shortage of channel catfish in any of these lakes. Sedan City Lake — North
had outstanding numbers of fish, with MGSL not far behind. However, none of the lakes sampled had a
lack of fish for anglers to find. There is a shortage of larger fish in this summer sample, but that is
expected as hoop nets have been shown to target smaller channel catfish. If you are looking for channel

catfish larger than 24 inches, | would look at Wilson State Fishing Lake as well as Sedan City Lake —
North.
