Summer technician position based out of the Webster Area Office, located on Webster reservoir near

90% of the applicant’s time will be spent reviewing and posting Walk In Hunting Access properties 
throughout a 5-county area. This will involve spending large amounts of time navigating county roads, 
traversing uneven terrain on an ATV, and driving 4x4 vehicles pulling an ATV and trailer. The 
remaining 10% will be spent conducting equipment maintenance, participating in wildlife surveys, 
dove banding, assisting the fisheries biologist, and other miscellaneous tasks. 
 
MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS: Applicants should be self-motivated, and capable of working on their 
own with little supervision. Must be 18 years old, able to pass a background check, have a valid 
driver’s license, and able to start no later than June 1st. ATV and 4x4 experience is preferred, but not 
required. 
 
BENEFITS: Starting Pay is $15.03/hr, limited to 40 hours per week (999 hours/year). No paid 
holidays and no benefits.
